e This snapshot of freshmen compared to seniors
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NSSE (National Survey of Student Engagement) Data: NSSE data is collected every three years. The data below are from 2017 and
are based on the response of EIU freshmen (N=222) and seniors (N=328).
e  Question: In this academic year, how often have you given a course presentation?
o EIU Freshmen = 57% often/very often compared to 37% of our regional peers
o EIU Seniors = 64% often/very often compared to 59% of our regional peers
e  Question: How much has your experience at this institution contributed to your knowledge, skills, and personal development in
speaking clearly and effectively?
o EIU Freshmen = 74% quite a bit/very much compared to 57% of our regional peers
o EIU Seniors = 73% quite a bit/very much compared to 67% of our regional peers

Conclusions:

- Overall the data indicate growth in speaking skills at the university with most students rated as competent to highly competent
their senior year (95%).

- NSSE data indicate that EIU freshman and seniors report giving more presentations and gaining more knowledge and skills
about speaking and listening than their regional peers.

- Assessment of the speaking and listening learning goal at ETIU occurs in 87% of undergraduate programs, which is an increase
from 82% three years ago. Within the College structure of the EIU in AY 18, at least 82% of the programs in each college have
adopted the speaking and listening learning goal.
