I remember having 
trouble figuring out how to 
register for graduate classes 
under the PAWS system since 
undergraduate registration was 
done through the touch-tone 
dialing registration system. 

I am not confident that expecting 
students to ‘know the ropes’ is 
always that dependable as a 
course of action.  Whenever 
there is even the smallest 
opening for miscommunication, 
misunderstanding usually has a 
way of occurring.
