Proposed Revision to the Master Teacher M.S.Ed. Program

The Department of Secondary Education and Foundations requests a change the distribution of
credits in the M.S. Ed. Master Teacher Program.

When the program was originally approved in the late-1990s, students could take courses on an
individual basis and the make-up of the “Disciplinary Focus” area was intended to be very
flexible according to the professional content area(s) of the teacher.

The program is now delivered only in a “closed-cohort” format, i.e., students take two courses
for each of six successive semesters, and all students take the identical sequence of courses.

Because the program attracts students from all school grade levels and content areas, we have
developed courses that are more “general” than “disciplinary” in nature in order to meet the
needs of the diverse students in the program.
Therefore, we propose to:

e Increase the required credits in the “Research and Practice” area from 10 to 12 credits;

e Change the required credits in the “Foundational Core” area from 8-9 credits to 9 credits;

e Decrease the required credits in the “Disciplinary Focus” area from 13-16 credits to 10
credits;

e Increase the requirement for “Special Issues/Contemporary Approaches to Best Practice”
(5400 classes) from 4 credits to 6 credits;

e Require students to take both EDU 5800 and 5801 (rather than only one or the other).
