In addition to writing out the answers to the questions, you will also write a 2 page paper (12pt font, double spaced) telling us who you interviewed, what you learned and your thoughts about the career path you are considering.  Why do you feel this is the right career path for you?   What are the pros and cons of this type of job?  
1.  What is his/her job title and how long have they been in this field?

2. What type of education or training was required?

3. What was his/her major (and minor if any) in college? What degree(s) did they earn?
4. What personality traits does a person need in order to be successful in this career area or in this job?

5. What is the average starting salary?  What is the high end salary?

6. What is the employment outlook for this type of job?

7. Do they feel their major in college prepared them for this career? Why or why not?
8. Was this the job they expected to have when they chose their major?
9. What do they like most and least about their job?

10.  What other jobs have they had previously?
