*In writing-active courses, frequent, brief writing activities and assignments are required. Such activities -- some of
which are to be graded — might include five-minute in-class writing assignments, journal keeping, lab reports, essay
examinations, short papers, longer papers, or a variety of other writing-to-learn activities of the instructor's invention.
