PSY 3760. The Psychology of Judgment and Decision Making. (3-0-3) On Demand. Judgment 
and Decision Making. This course examines the way individuals make judgments and decisions 
and how these decisions are influenced by cognitive and social processes. Strategies may be 
presented that improve the likelihood of making better and more effective decisions. Prerequisite: A 
grade of “C” or better in PSY 1879G or PSY 1890G.  WA 

 
2. 16-77, PSY 4810, Neuropsychopharmacology (New Course). 

Dr. Stowell presented the proposal and answered questions of the council.  The council requested 
minor revisions to the proposal. 
 
Dr. Bruehler moved and Dr. Rhoads seconded the motion to approve the proposal. The motion passed 
unanimously.  

 
The proposal, with revisions, was approved, effective Spring 2017. 

 
PSY 4810. Neuropsychopharmacology. (3-0-3) On Demand. Neuropsychopharmacology is the 
study of the neural mechanisms of drugs that influence thought, behavior, sensation, and mood. 
Research and theories on the mechanisms of neuropathology, pharmacodynamics (drug action), 
neurologic and psychiatric disorders, and states of consciousness may be covered. Details on 
neurotransmission, biochemical processes, and neural circuitry are presented. Prerequisites: A 
grade of “C” or better in PSY 1879G or PSY 1890G; and PSY 3310.

MSC 2003 - Leader's Training Course. Cadet Initial Entry Training – Lateral Entry (CIET-LE) (Arr.-
Arr-1-6) Su. A five-week summer camp conducted at an Army post. The student receives pay. Travel, 
lodging, and meal costs are defrayed by the Army. The environment is rigorous, and the training is 
demanding. No military obligation incurred. Open only to students who have not taken all four of MSC 
1001, 1002, 2001, and 2002, and who pass a physical examination (paid for by ROTC). Completion of 
MSC 2003 qualifies a student for entry into the Advanced Course. Several different cycles are offered 
during the summer, but spaces are limited by the Army. Students should apply early in the spring 
semester to ensure a space that best fits their schedule.  Prerequisites & Notes: Completed application 
and permission of the Department Chair.
