Media and Popular Culture; 2: Law and Social
Justice; 3: Identity and Culture; 4: Science and Technology; 5: Health and Medicine) Prerequisite:
“C” or better in ENG 1000 (may be taken concurrently) or ENG 1001G (may be taken concurrently).
A limit of 3 hours may be applied to a major or minor. WI

17-128, ENG 2011G, World/Multicultural Literatures (Revised Course; Online Delivery).
Dr. Ringuette presented the proposal and answered questions of the council.
