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As a follow-up, Dr. Reid explained that she submitted a communication item to Faculty
Senate requesting that the group review the votes and determine whether to accept the
results from the CAA race. According to Dr. Tidwell and Dr. Reid, the Faculty Senate
members discussed this issue at the April 13 Faculty Senate meeting and determined that
the votes should be certified.

CAA members agreed with Faculty Senate’s action to certify the votes.

Dr. Tidwell announced that the new CAA members for Fall 2004 will be Dr. David Carwell,
Dr. Shelley French, and Dr. Upadhyay.

According to Dr. Reid, the Textbook Rental Service committee met on April 13, 2004. She
reported that the committee approved an increase in the late fine charged to undergraduate
students returning their books late. The fee was increased to ten dollars. Also, she indicated
that the committee recommended that the Textbook Rental Service Internal Governing Policy
#49 include a more flexible process to propose policy changes. As is, changes can only be
made every three years when the policy comes up for review.

Finally, Dr. Reid said that there has been continual work on the Textbook Rental Service
online inventory.
