Note: Per the lllinois State Board of Education, at least 12 of the credit hours completed toward a minor in teacher licensure must be upper-
division course work (3000-level courses or higher). Students must receive a "C" or better in all courses counted toward the English minor
and must maintain a minimum cumulative and major GPA of 2.75 in order to continue in the program.
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
