How it works

Complete your Political Science major and General Education requirements at Eastern in 3 years (90
credits); receive your B.A. from Eastern after successful completion of first year of law school at NIU. Save
a year’s worth of time and law school tuition; normally, these two degrees take 7 years to complete.

Eligibility Requirements for Admission to NIU Law

Complete all general education and major requirements at Eastern. Applicants must complete at least
three-fourths of the credit hours required to complete their undergraduate degree and must have no
more than 30 credit hours remaining to be earned for their undergraduate degree.

Possess a cumulative undergraduate grade point average of 3.25 or higher as of the time of application.
Take the LSAT and score at or above the 50th percentile of the previous year’s matriculating class at NIU
Law.

Apply for admission to NIU Law by April 30 of their third year of undergraduate study at Eastern.

o Application requirements include an electronic application form, a personal statement, an LSAT
score reported through the Law School Admissions Council’s Credit Assembly Service, a transcript,
at least one letter of recommendation, and a letter from Eastern stating that the applicant has
complied with the general education and major requirements. Applicants are also encouraged,
though not required, to submit a résumé.

Both current Eastern undergraduate students and transfer students to Eastern are eligible to participate in
the program.

Participants in the program will be allowed to matriculate at NIU Law only if, in addition to the above
requirements, they are admitted.

Notify your academic advisor at Eastern as soon as possible, and keep up with them regularly for
assistance in tracking your progress

Students who matriculate at NIU Law as part of this program will pay tuition and fees for each year of
study at NIU Law to Northern lllinois University. Merit-based scholarships and financial aid from NIU Law
are always available for competitive applicants, including those in the Accelerated Law Degree Program.
