6 best practices for effectively using video in the classroom E=

Choose videos that align with each subject.
Hold students accountable so they pay attention.
Provide students ample time to write notes.

Keep closed captioning on (and offer transcripts)
Make video a regular part of the classroom.

Try to limit the reach or scope of each video session.

Edutopia

New teachers often struggle to find ways to amplify their curriculum. Video clips can
be a great tool to assist students in gaining that deeper understanding of content. It’s
important to be mindful of how often and how much we use video—it’s important to
have a clear purpose for using that film, documentary, or news clip.

Students learn best when they take in information via multiple modalities—through
reading, drawing, listening to the teacher’s oral explanations, and viewing visual
media.
