 B. WEIU Easements 
 

The University is leasing space on the WEIU broadcast tower located on campus at 
Robert G. Buzzard Hall to Verizon Wireless so it can install equipment for the operation 
of a cell phone tower that will improve service to the campus.  Verizon will be installing 
and maintaining transmitting and receiving apparatus and associated equipment and 
contracting for its own electrical power.
