Sixty six percent of Eastern’s student body received some type of financial assistance in FY 2018 in the 
form of scholarships, grants, loans, tuition waivers and/or employment, from various federal, state, 
university, and other programs. Financial aid in FY 2018 totaled $83,860,165 at Eastern, a decrease of 
($6,516,413) or (-7.21%) over FY 2017.  The percentage breakdown of financial aid sources is as follows:
